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IMPORTANT PLEASE READ!!!
Vaccination Certificates

¥ All members competing at Area level in all disciplines will §
¥ be required to show their horse’s valid vaccination §
¥ certificate. It will checked before you are even allowed on ¥
¥ the field . ¥
¥ Each horse must have a VALID vaccination certificate,
¥ which undeniably relates to that horse, completed, signed ¥
¥ and stamped on each line by a veterinary surgeon, who is ¥
¥ not the owner of the animal. ¥
¥ The record must show that the horse has received TWO ¥
¥ injections for PRIMARY vaccination against equine ¥
¥ influenza given no less than 21 DAYS and no more than 92 ¥
¥ DAYS apart. (Only these first two injections need to have ¥
¥ been given before the horse may compete). In addition, a ¥
% first BOOSTER injection must be given no less than 150 ¥
¥ days and no more than 215 days after the second primary %
% injection. i

¥ Subsequently, BOOSTER injections must be given at¥
¥ intervals of not more than 1 year apart, commencing after
$ the first booster injection. None of these injections must be ¥
¥ given within the preceding 7 days, including the day of ¥
¥ competition or entry into the competition stables.
% These are strict rules laid down by the various governing %
¥ bodies which dictate that if you allow regular flu booster ¥
% vaccinations to lapse, it will be necessary to start a %
¥ completely new vaccination regime, even if just one ¥
booster is missed or is late - even by just one day. 3

To Trailer orto Tow by Joanne Farley

Once you have purchased your horse the next difficult and expensive decision is how to transport it. With so
much information and advice available this can sometimes cause confusion.

When Mrs Greengrass came to her end last Spring | knew finding a replacement would be a challenge. She was
green, old and no Picasso but she was safe and importantly the horses travelled well in her. | started the search
in Summer 2008 by searching on line and talking to other horse owners about their transport experiences.

Then | compiled a list of what | really needed, what my budget was for both purchase price and running costs,

I looked into the legalities of weights and payloads and the ease of replacing parts. | know my horse does not
always load easily into trailers and | am not confident towing so a trailer was ruled out immediately.

The Renault Master 3.5T 2 horse box ticked all boxes except the purchasing budget and payload. By chance |
came across an advertisement for Three Counties Horsesboxes in Tenbury Wells. They convert vans into horse
boxes/vans. When | visited the yard | was immediately impressed with their demonstration van and was even
able to have a test drive. After a lengthy discussion with Paul about my budget and the vans | was 95% sure

the van was for me.

However being indecisive | phoned a few other horse box builders to discuss my requirements, but no one else
inspired the confidence as Paul did at Three Counties. | did a quick internet search and people who had bought
from Three Counties seemed happy with their vans. So | bought one, although | did have to wait 2 months for it
as they were so busy.

> |t's fab, | love it. It's what | call anin  -between a trailer and lorry. | have a Vauxhall Movano with a 2.8L
engine which can be quite speedy. It carries my horse and pony and kit no problem. Not only is it easy to drive
and reverse but it's economical to run.

When the time comes to replace it, I'll just get another.

EU regulations now require that all foals of horses, ponies, donkeys or mules born after
1st July 2009 must be microchipped before the owner can apply for an equine passport.

However horses which do not have an existing passport, must also be microchipped
before the passport is issued.

The new rules do not apply to horses who already have a passport and were born
before 1st July 2009.
